​Warm – Ups: A team’s first match will be 10 mins (2 mins ball handling, then 4 mins for each team).​
​Subsequent matches will be 6 mins (3 for each team). We will play ahead of schedule, if possible.​

​Pool play​​will be 2 sets to 21 points, no cap. During pool play, a player may be the 1st referee, as long as an​
​adult ref with a whistle oversees the match. Pool finishes and tie-breaking procedures are per USAV​
​guidelines. Please be READY to go right after pool play in case we can get a court going early.​

​Bracket play​​will be best 2 out of 3 to 21, 3rd set to 15 if needed; no cap. An adult MUST be the 1st referee​
​during Bracket play.  Ignore the tm2sign schedule for bracket play.  Please refer to the WALL CHARTS so​
​that we can schedule teams on a first available basis.​

​Note that courts 1 and 2 are being used for the 17 Qualifying division.​

​Spectator Information​​- GreenState Fieldhouse opens​​at 7:45am. You must enter through the GreenState​
​Family Fieldhouse entrance on the SOUTH side of the building. The Xtream Arena entrance on the north side​
​is locked.  See map below for parking information.​

​- Admission charge for all Adults and Seniors not listed on the roster - $8.  All Children 3 to 12 years old - $4.​
​Under 3 is free.  Only CASH is accepted. Dollar bills are appreciated.​

​- Bleacher seating is available so no 'bag' chairs please.  No outside food or drink may be brought into the​
​facility except players' water bottles.  No Stanley cups on the bench unless they have a spill-proof lid.​

​- Concessions are available.  GreenState has traditional concession food, plus some healthier options.  Do not​
​bring in any outside food or drink.  Credit card only but they do have an ATM on site.​
