Welcome to the first stop of the 1st Annual Iowa Tour at the Quad City Volleyball 
Factory in Davenport, Iowa. All of us here at Iowa Select Volleyball Club are 

excited to host you and your families to a full day of high quality volleyball. We 
can’t wait for you to see our new volleyball specific facility in Downtown 

Davenport that sits right next to the beautiful Mississippi River and down the 
street from an ever growing downtown area that has terrific food and 

entertainment.  
 
There are some very important facility notes to keep in mind that all visitors should read and 
understand, we do enforce these:  

 
1. Our gym’s entrance sits in the back of the lot when you enter into the parking lot. To get 

behind the building that sits in the front, please drive around the left side of the building 
to access our parking lot (the building in the front is currently being renovated into a 
indoor self storage company, opening up in April 2019). 

It is imperative that all vehicles are parked in a parking spot. There are 
clearly marked labels where we DO NOT allow parking. Specifically in the driveway that 
connects the front and back parking lots. For emergency vehicle access, we can not 
have cars parked there. All available parking spots are clearly labeled as well as our  
handicap parking spots for those needing closer access to our front doors.  

2.  There will be a $5 Adult & $3 Child/Senior spectator/admission fee. There are NO 
COOLERS, OUTSIDE CHAIRS, or FOOD permitted in the facility. We will ask 
those families to throw outside food away and/or leave the facility. We will have a full 
concession stand available for the whole day with a number of healthy options for both the 
breakfast and lunch timeframes.  
3. There will be a ten-minute warm up (2 – 4 - 4) for all matches throughout the day.  
Game times are approximate, we will play ahead as much as possible.  
 
Pool play will be played best 2 out of 3 score starting at 0-0, win by two points, no cap.  
Tiebreaker set will be played to 15, win by 2, no cap.  A coin toss will determine serve for 
each match.  The team serving first after the initial warm up, will have the first 4 min warm 
up followed by the 2nd team. 
 



All teams will advance to tournament play.  For tournament seeding we will follow the 
general guidelines if tied: Head to head, head to head points, overall points, coin toss. 
Tournament play will be played best 2 out of 3 score starting at 0-0, win by two points, no 
cap.  Tiebreaker set will be played to 15, win by 2, no cap.  
 

** For 15/16 on 1/19, Top 2 teams from each pool will advance to the Gold Bracket, top seeds 
will be reseeded to determine who gets a BYE. Tiebreaker for the top seeds will be: (1) Head 
to head results. (2) Set percentage (sets won by team divided by total sets played). (3) Point 
percentage (total points earned by the team in pool play divided by total points earned by the 
team’s opponents in pool play). Bottom 2 seeds from each pool will move on to the Silver 
Bracket, we will not be reseeding the 3rd place finishers from pool play.  
 
**For both 17/18u & 14u divisions on 1/20, we will have (2) pools of 3 teams, where all teams 
will advance on to the Gold Bracket. After the final pool play games finish at 12pm, we will take 
a 1hr lunch break and start bracket play at 1pm.  
 

 
4. Bring marked balls for warm ups and use them in the GYM ONLY. Please provide 
whistle for your team.  There are no locker rooms and no athletic trainer on site.  
 
Coaches please remain in the gym when your team is refereeing.  Coaches please stand 
by your players to teach good officiating and answer any questions they may have during 
a match.  For a 14U and younger teams an adult will need to sit and doing one of the jobs 
at the score table per USAV guidelines.  Please provide an adult official for up ref during 
tournament play.
