Locations and Parking: The tournament will be held on Drake’s campus in the Knapp

Center. Entrance will be at the front of the Knapp Center (south side) along Forest Ave. There
is parking available in front of the Knapp and along Forest Ave.

Gate: There will be an admission fee for spectators; $3.00, 10&Under are free of charge.

Awards- Awards will be handed out to the champions of the top pool only.
Players Clinic — This will run from 8:00-9:30 prior to the start of the tournament. Clinics will be
